Do we want a better future for our children? — Ae

Ae creates a shared national approach:

Alignment — We align around shared understanding and purpose.
Agreement — We agree to move forward together.

Affirmation — We continually reaffirm our progress and direction.

This is not a one-time transformation. It is a continuous cycle.
